13 So the Pharisees 
said to Him, “You are testifying about Yourself; Your 
testimony is not true.” 14 Jesus answered and said to them,

know where I came from and where I am going; but you do 
not know where I come from or where I am going.

20 These words He spoke in the treasury, 
as He taught in the temple; and no one seized Him, because 
His hour had not yet come.
